PRINCIPAL RESPONSIBILITIES: 
The Library Assistant is responsible for providing support to the AFI Conservatory faculty, Fellows, 
and staff, through the staffing of the library circulation desk. This includes, but is not limited to the 
circulation, shelving, and cataloging of Library materials and collections. This role involves high 
levels of face-to-face interaction with members of the AFI community.  
 
PRINCIPAL DUTIES: 

• Open and close the Library on weekends as well as evenings.  
• Circulate, discharge, and shelve library materials.  
• Shelf-read library collections.  
• Provide assistance to Library patrons using library equipment and electronic resources.  
• Page scripts and Cycle, Thesis and DWW films.  
• Understand and administer library policies. 
• Provide basic technical support to Fellows, faculty, or staff in the computer labs.  
• Provide coverage for the Library and Computer Lab during weekend and evening shifts.  
• Catalog DVDs, Blu-rays, unpublished scripts, archival audio and video, and other materials 

as needed.  
• Apply metadata to the Digital Asset Management system.  
• Perform other duties as assigned.
