BIOGRAPHICAL NOTE 

Lilly Kilvert was born on October 14th, 1950 in Providence, Rhode Island. She is a production 

designer and art director. One of the few successful female production designers in Hollywood, she 

is known for films like THE LAST SAMURAI and LEGENDS OF THE FALL. She has been nominated 

twice for an Academy award for Best Art Direction, and was presented with the Art Directors Guild 

Lifetime Achievement Award in 2023. Her first movie as production designer was THE LOVELESS in 

1981. 

 

SCOPE AND CONTENT NOTE 

This collection came to AFI in two boxes filled with 21 binders. The collection consists of research 

and production design references for 4 known films, 5 unknown films, one binder of pre-production 

materials for the film ENDURANCE, one photo album from the set of LEGENDS OF THE FALL, and 

one album from the set of OPERATION VALKYRIE. Considering the materials list different producers, 

director, etc. than the 2000 film THE ENDURANCE, it is difficult to say if this film is the same, or one 

that was never completed. The collection is broken into three series: Research & Reference by film 

name, Pre-Production, and Film Sets. The original order created by Lilly Kilvert is maintained as each 
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binder was put together by the creator. THE CRUCIBLE, ENDURANCE, GHOSTS OF MISSISSIPPI, 

THE LAST SAMURAI, and THE PINK PANTHER contain multiple subjects per folder as the creator 

included titled tabs dividing materials. Materials were kept in binders when able. Descriptions of 

contents were added where no labels or tabs were used by the creator. Box 5, Folder 5 does 

contain an image of Lilly Kilvert with Anthony Hopkins.
